Perhaps the message here is to free
ourselves and move on; to not let that disappointment and upset control our
lives, because if we do, we lose our freedom, it holds us back and it starts to
define us. In the midst of that experience, our true mission can become lost. Let
us go out and bring joy and hope to those we encounter.
