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Over fi�y years ago, in his famous ‘I have a 

dream’ speech, Mar�n Luther King Jr talked 

about ‘the fierce urgency of now’. 
 

‘This is no �me to engage in the luxury of             

cooling off or to take the tranquilising drug of 

gradualism. Now is the �me to make jus�ce a 

reality for all of God’s children… The whirlwinds of revolt will con�nue to shake 

the founda�ons of our na�on un�l the bright day of jus�ce emerges,’ he said. 
 

That same sense of ‘fierce urgency’ seems to grab the disciples in today’s          

Gospel. The �me has come, says Jesus - and Simon, Andrew, James and John 

are certainly ready. So ready, in fact, that they are prepared to leave behind 

their livelihoods, and even their families, to a0end to the urgent task of  

spreading the Good News. 
 

We can all be experts at procras�na�on at �mes. We put off making posi�ve 

changes in our lives or taking steps to help others, convinced we will get around 

to it another day. Some�mes the sacrifices can seem like too much, but Jesus 

calls us, and he calls us urgently.

Asylum-Seekers Project  
The Asylum-Seekers Project was started in January 2020 as an extension of a 

small group of dedicated knitters from our two churches who had already been 

producing garments for charity. They agreed to support Asylum-Link UK in          

Liverpool and when this centre closed temporarily because of lock-down, they 

transferred their e�orts to the Centre in Wigan where one of our parishioners is a 

volunteer and where the need is very great because of the large number 

of  destitute individuals and families arriving with no possessions. As a result of 

an appeal in our newsletter, more people joined in and the word quickly spread 

through families and friends of members; there are now 19 enthusiasts                  

beavering away at home in Culcheth, Croft, Golborne, Lowton, Ashton and Leigh 

and they produce an astonishing number of beautiful garments and blankets.  

The most recent batch went o�  just before Christmas and contained 105              

garments, 16 blankets and 3 sacks of good-as-new items for adults and                  

children.    
 

This brought the total for 2023 to 517 garments, 81 blankets and 29 sacks of 

good-as-new.    
 

The grand total since we started in January 2020 is 1,765 garments, 244 blankets 

and 107 sacks of good-as-new.
