For this year’s World Mission Sunday, I have chosen a theme inspired by the story of 

the disciples on the way to Emmaus, in the Gospel of Luke “Hearts on fire, feet on the 

move”.  Those two disciples were confused and dismayed, but their encounter with 

Christ in the word and in the breaking of the bread, sparked in them the enthusias!c 

desire to set out again towards Jerusalem and proclaim that the Lord had truly risen. 

In the Gospel account, we perceive this change in the disciples through a few revealing 

images: their hearts burned within them as they heard the Scriptures explained by       

Jesus, their eyes were opened as they recognized him and, ul!mately, their feet set 

out on the way. By medita!ng on these three images, which reflect the journey of all 

missionary disciples, we can renew our zeal for evangelisa!on in today’s world.  

Just as the two disciples of Emmaus told the others what had taken place along the 

way, so too our proclama!on will be a joyful telling of Christ the Lord, his life, his             

passion, his death and resurrec!on, and the wonders that his love has accomplished in 

our lives. 

So let us set out once more, illumined by our encounter with the risen Lord and 

prompted by his Spirit. Let us set out again with burning hearts, with our eyes open and 

our feet in mo!on. Let us set out to make other hearts burn with the word of God, to 

open the eyes of others to Jesus in the Eucharist, and to invite everyone to walk         

together on the path of peace and salva!on that God, in Christ, has bestowed upon all 

humanity.
