The basilica, originally consecrated in the 4th century, is a powerful symbol of
the freedom to worship, which early Christians gained after centuries of
persecution.

The dedication also reminds the faithful that the Church is a living body, with
each believer being a "temple of God" built on the foundation of Jesus Christ.
